 Brief bio note (not more than 200 words) of all the contributors 

2) The abstract page (in Ms.Word)  
 The abstract of the chapter (not more than 300words) 
 At least five keywords (each keyword should be separated by semicolon e.g. Covid-

19; Health) 
3) Declaration (PDF File)  

 Once the paper is accepted the contributors have to submit duly signed 
declaration (scanned copy) form. 

4) Disclosure of any conflict of interest (PDF File)  
 It will be the statement from all the contributing authors about the conflict of 

interest (if any or if not any to be mentioned clearly). 
5) The main document (in Ms.Word)  

 There will be no author information. 
 The main document should be divided into following subtitles- 

 Abstract 
 Introduction/ Background 
 Materials and methods  
 Results 
 Discussion 
 Conclusion/ Summary 
 References 

 All figures and tables will be numbered sequentially (e.g. Fig. 1, Fig. 2 and so on
